-Helping to develop strategy in consultation with the Executive Director and board;

-Integrating our justice campaigns with voter registration and civic engagement;

-Building their own local campaign;

-Reporting progress of staff and members to the Executive Director.

The organizing director will be based in Dearborn, Michigan.
This is not an entry-level position.  Applicants should have prior professional community or political organizing experience, a tireless commitment to social justice, and be comfortable building new relationships.  Applicants should have some experience managing staff.  Applicants should be prepared for a fast-paced work environment with a high-level of autonomy.
